Modern as it may seem. lItis actually a return to the ways of the early Christian Church. Instead of immediately

baptizing those who wanted to become Christians, early church elders invited those interested to meet with them
for a period of time to share their faith journeysd to talk over the beliefs and practice of the Christian communityd
to allow the inquiries to question and discuss everything. Eventually they are invited into a more formal period of
study and preparation. Those who ultimately choose to become Christians are Baptized, Confirmed and receive
their first Eucharist during the Easter Vigil.

Our process follows the same path, bringing inquirers together with the parish leaders and the members of the
community who are willing and able to share their own faith journeys with friends and sponsors to support the
inquirers along their way.
